The second folder contains a transcript of the first folder material as well as 
transcripts of articles written by Adams, Incidents in the Early History of Arizona and 
Reminiscences of David Adams covering Apache Indians, pioneer life,  Mormonism and the 
journey from Utah to Arizona in 1876.
