HISTORICAL NOTE

Edwin Mills was involved in prospecting and mining in and around Yuma and Southwestern
Arizona from the late 1920s and early 1930s until the middle 1950s. Mr. Mills had some 150
claims to his name as of the 1930s, most of which remained undeveloped. His Sheep Tanks
Mine was one of the few claims to be investigated further and expanded upon, and remained
the most prominent of the lot.
