PROCESSED BY: The bulk of the material was processed in the 1980s but some folders 

were found in the Ephemera file and added to the manuscript collection in 1997.  The 

finding aid was compiled in September 1997 by Riva Dean. 

 

HISTORICAL NOTE:  The Saturday Morning Music Club was organized in 1907.  

Sixteen Tucson women, led by Madeline Dreyfuss Heineman, formally established an 

organization which they called the Saturday Morning Musical Club.  Initially, the 

members presented classical recitals in each other’s homes, but in 1909 began renting 

rooms at the Old Pueblo Club.  They sponsored visiting artists and continued to expand 

using various auditoriums for recitals.  In the 1920s, they began raising money and 

planning for their own space and they dedicated the Temple of Music and Art in 1927.  In 

1961, the corporation known as the Temple of Music and Art passed out of existence and 

transferred their property to the Saturday Morning Musical Club.  In the 1960s and 

1970s, the Temple underwent several renovations and was taken over by the Arizona 

Theater Company, and completely renovated in 1990.   

 

SCOPE AND CONTENT: The bulk of this collection consists of programs, flyers, 

announcements and yearbooks of the Saturday Morning Musical Club.  There is also one 

folder of correspondence, one folder of contracts with the Saturday Morning Musical 

Club.  There are also handwritten minute books, membership rosters, by-laws, and a 

minute book for the Junior Branch of the Saturday Morning Musical Club.
